Background:

Section 28 of the Conservation Authorities Act, and subsequently Ontario Regulation 97/04
empowers each Conservation Authority to establish their own regulation to prevent the loss of life
and property due to flooding and erosion, and to conserve and enhance natural resources. On
May 4, 2006 the North Bay-Mattawa Conservation Authority (NBMCA) received its regulation
entitted the Development, Interference with Wetlands, and Alterations to Shorelines and
Watercourse Regulation (Ontario Regulation 177/06). This regulation will continue to be used as
the tool by which the NBMCA manages issues related to development in natural hazard areas
including areas with floodplains, wetlands and steep slopes. Within this regulation, a permit may
be given by an Authority for development applications within the Authority’s jurisdiction for:

28(1)(b) prohibiting, regulating or requiring permission of the authority for straightening, changing,
diverting or interfering in any way with the existing channel of a river, creek, stream or
watercourse, or for changing or interfering in any way with a wetland;

28(1)(c) prohibiting, regulating or requiring the permission of the authority for development if, in
the opinion of the authority, the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches or pollution or the
conservation of land may be affected by the development.(Conservation Authorities Act, R.S.O.
1990, Chapter C.27).

On February 8, 2013, the amended Ontario Regulation 177/06 came into effect. These
amendments were approved by the NBMCA Board of Directors on December 19, 2012. One of
the amendments that was included, and which was approved by the NBMCA Board of Directors,
included the delegation of approvals of permit applications to the following designated employees:

. Chief Administrative Officer, Secretary-Treasurer
. Director, Planning & Development

As such, this Board Report is being presented to the NBMCA Board of Directors for information
purposes.

Analysis:



Twenty-two new permits have been issued by the Conservation Authority since the previously
approved minutes as per the policies, procedures and guidelines of the NBMCA under
Development, Interference with Wetlands and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses
Regulation. A table summarizing the details of these permits is attached to this report.

Of the newly issued permits, four were issued for utility maintenance or installations as well as
four for shoreline erosion protection measures. Three permits were issued for the placement of
fill and grading as well as for the construction of accessory structures. Two permits have been
issued for commercial developments and demolition of existing residential dwellings. One permit
has also been issued for each of the following activities: retaining wall repair, renovation to an
existing building, construction of a new fence and construction of a dock.

Interim Report January 1, 2021 to September 16, 2021

The following is a summary of the permits issued within North Bay-Mattawa
Conservation Authority (NBMCA) area of jurisdiction and the project category they fall
under. This interim summary covers the permits issued in the 2021 permitting year from
January 1 to September 16 and how they fit into the previous Policy and Procedure
Timelines and the new CO Guideline Timelines.

NBMCA considers projects under one of four categories of projects. The categories
take into account the size, scope and impacts of the proposal on natural hazards and
the landscape. They are: Major, Large, Standard and Small Projects.

Major Projects — Includes activities such as multiple residential units or blocks,
institutional and commercial buildings, new infrastructure, major fill activity (greater than
2000m?3) and channelization alterations greater than 500m.

Large Projects — New single residential development, replacement infrastructure,
foundation reconstructions, fill activity between 500-2000m3.

Standard Projects — Additions, auxiliary buildings or structures less than 1000ft?, fill
activities 100-500m?3, boathouses.

Small Projects - Aukxiliary structures less than 20m?, fill activity less than 100m?3, docks.

For consistency, NBMCA has reviewed the permit categories as outlined in section 2.2
of the Annual Reporting on Timelines Template document and determined how NBMCA
categories fit with those in the reporting template.

Generally Major and Large Projects involve significant staff involvement and require
more complex technical reviews and supporting reports, such as engineering reports or
environmental impact studies. This would fall under the Annual Reporting on Timelines
Major applications category.

NBMCA'’s standard project category generally covers projects with a lower level of risk,
not typically within the hazard but within the allowance and impacts to the hazard are
small. This would fall under the Annual Reporting on Timelines Minor applications
category.

The Small Project category covers activities that are very minor in nature and would

have limited impact on the hazard. This would fall under the Annual Reporting on
Timelines Routine category.

SUBJECT: Acknowledgment of Indigenous Traditional and Treaty Lands

Background:

A Land Acknowledgement is a formal statement that recognizes the unique and enduring relationship that
exists between Indigenous Peoples and their traditional territories.

The acknowledgement of Indigenous homelands is a tradition that has dated back centuries for First
Nations people and is considered an essential step toward reconciliation.

Land acknowledgements have become increasingly common since the Truth and Reconciliation
Commission (TRC) released its 94 calls to action in 2015.

In June the federal government passed legislation to recognize Sept. 30, the National Day for Truth and
Reconciliation, as a federal statutory holiday. The designation of this day is in response to one of the
Truth and Reconciliation Commission’s 94 Calls to Action and is meant to honour survivors, their
families, and communities. It also ensures the ongoing commemoration of the history and legacy of
residential schools will remain a vital part of the reconciliation process.

There are ancestral, traditional as well as several treaty lands coincide with NBMCA jurisdictions. (Note
that NBMCA does not administer on Reserves OnReg 177/06 under Section 28 of the Conservation
Authorities Act nor the Ontario Building Code Section 8)

As we work towards reconciliation with Indigenous people, we begin our meeting today by respectfully
acknowledging that we are in Robinson-Huron Treaty territory and the land on which we gather is the
Traditional Territory and Treaty Lands of the Nbisiing Anishinaabeg (ah-nish-nah-beg) as well as the
unceded and ancestral Traditional Territory of the Algonquin People and the Metis Nation.

As shared stewards of Ontario’s land and water resources — along with these First Nations communities —
the North Bay-Mattawa Conservation Authority appreciates and respects the history and diversity of the
land and its peoples and are grateful to have the opportunity to meet in this territory.

Background:

The Chippewa Creek EcoPath is a community initiative to restore and enhance the natural and heritage
values of the creek through education and stewardship. When the EcoPath was established in 2012, a
special feature was proposed and designed in collaboration with the North Bay Indigenous Friendship
Centre (NBIFC) called “Miskwaadesi” (Ojibwe for Painted Turtle). Its purpose is to provide an outdoor
learning place which recognizes Indigenous heritage and culture, promotes understanding about
Indigenous peoples, and offers a creekside space for learning about the environment and our watershed.

“Miskwaadesi” is a turtle-shaped petroform, regarded as a symbol of Creation and Mother Earth by many
Indigenous peoples. In addition to the petroform and a garden featuring Indigenous traditional plantings,
the site also includes tiered stones to be used as amphitheater seating to accommodate presentations and
gatherings at the site. The space is designed to be accessible and accommodate physical distancing.
Indigenous and non-Indigenous can gather in reconciliation.

An application for funding has been submitted to FedNor under the “Canada Community Revitalization
Fund” by the North Bay Indigenous Friendship Centre (NBIFC) in partnership with NBMCA, for the
construction of “Miskwaadesi”. The application has passed Phase 1. Phase 2 of the application will be
submitted in the near future, pending competition of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between
NBMCA and NBIFC.

Analysis:

The Draft MOU outlines the roles and responsibilities of the partners should the FedNor funding
application be successful: NBMCA is responsible for the construction, maintenance, and management of
“Miskwaadesi”, while NBIFC is responsible for all Indigenous programming at the site.

Recommendation

It is recommended that staff enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the NBIFC regarding
“Miskwaadesi”.
